90 Butt Parks is conveniently located in the market
town of Crediton and is within a short walk to the
train station and bus stops.  The elevated position
offers wonderful views over the town to the
countryside beyond.

The entrance hall leads through into the lounge with
a large window giving plenty of light, there is an
electric fire within an attractive fire surround and a
door leads into the kitchen, the kitchen has been
fully re-fitted in 2019 with space for all necessary
white goods, light oak effect worktops and two
windows overlooking the views and garden. There’s
plenty of room for a good sized kitchen table and
there is a well positioned understairs cupboard, a
back door leads down some steps into the garden.



Upstairs the master bedroom is to the front which is a
large double and has two separate built in wardrobes,
the back bedroom, also a double has the views and
both rooms are carpeted to match through the whole
property.  The bathroom was re-fitted in 2019 and has
a bath with shower over and a glass screen.  There’s
gas central heating with a new boiler being fitted in
2019 and uPVC double glazing throughout.

The garden at the front is terraced with easy to
maintain beds, to the rear is an artificial grass and
decking area, perfect for bbqs and fully enclosed. 
There is a handy storage shed and a tier down to a
hard standing area that could be utilised as further
storage or further garden space. There is a rear gate
(shared with the neighbour) to an access lane
running behind the terrace.  Parking is on-street.
