LOCATION
Harbury lies approximately six
mi les south-east  of  central
Leamington Spa and around
t h r e e  m i l e s  f r o m  t h e
neighbouring market town of
Southam. Within Harbury itself,
there  are  a  comprehensive
range of day-to-day facilities
including village shops, doctors'
surgery, several public houses
and a well regarded Church of
England primary school. There
a r e  g o o d  l o c a l  r o a d  l i n k s
available including those to the
Midland motorway network,
notably the M40, as well as local
access  to  the  Jaguar  Land
R o v e r  a n d  A s t o n  M a r t i n
installations at nearby Gaydon.
Regular commuter rail services
operate from Leamington Spa.
