There is a health centre and

various sporting activities including football club,

Pulborough Rugby Club, tennis club and not forgetting

the South Downs for walking or cycling or the National

Trust Sullington Warren or Sandgate Country Park.  The

towns of Horsham and Worthing are about 15 and 11

miles respectively with good access to the A24. The area

around provides a wider range of sporting and

recreational facilities with West Sussex Golf Club and

other golf clubs further a�eld at Cowdray Park and

Goodwood. Of special note is the RSPB nature reserve at

Wiggonholt Brooks. The area also has bowls and cricket

clubs. There is gliding at nearby Parham, theatres at

Chichester, Horsham and Worthing and sailing centres

all along the coast.
