There is also a pub and a village hall.

The River Stour runs to the South West of the village
and is a popular spot for fishing, boating, and other
water-based activities, and is home to a variety of
wildlife, including otters, kingfishers, and herons. The
surrounding countryside is popular with walkers and
cyclists, and several footpaths and cycle routes pass
through the village and its surrounding areas.

Despite its small size, Manston has a strong sense of
community, with a number of events and activities
taking place throughout the year.

Sitting toward the edge of the village, this impressive
house was once the gardener’s cottage for nearby
Buckley House and dates to the 1930s.
