The system was not
tested.

Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Fire, smoke and burglar | There is a smoke alarm installed within the property.

Visually inspected.
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No test whatsoever were carried out to any systems or
appliances.

There is now a requirement in place for compliant interlinked
fire, smoke and heat detectors in residential properties. The
new fire smoke and alarm standard came into force in
Scotland in February 2022, requiring a smoke alarm to be
installed in the room most frequently used for living
purposes and in every circulation space on each floor. A
heat alarm also requires to be installed in each kitchen. The
alarms need to be ceiling mounted and interlinked. Where
there is a carbon fuelled appliance such as a boiler, open
fire or wood burner etc. a carbon monoxide detector is also
required.

The surveyor will only comment on the presence of a smoke
detector etc. but will not test them, ascertain if they are in
working order, interlinked and / or fully compliant with the fire
and smoke alarm standard that was introduced in 2022.

We have for the purposes of the report, assumed the system
is fully compliant, if not then the appropriate compliant
system will required to be installed prior to sale. This of
course should be confirmed by your legal advisor.

The property was fully furnished and had fitted floor
coverings, therefore no detailed inspection was possible of
the floors and accordingly, no comment can be made on
their condition. Internal cupboards were generally filled with
storage items. No access was available beneath sanitary or
kitchen fittings.

Windows and external doors were not all fully opened or
tested.

No access was available to any sub-floor areas.

Our inspection of the roof space was restricted to the area
around the access hatch only. Insulation material further
restricted our inspection.

No inspection has been possible to flooring timbers beneath
any sanitary fitting, kitchen appliances or other wet areas
was possible. Timbers are assumed to be in a satisfactory
condition.
