Tucked away at the head of a quiet cul-de-sac, this attractive detached bungalow sits
on a substantial plot and offers beautifully balanced accommodation, generous
gardens, and excellent parking — making it an ideal home for those seeking space and
comfort on one level.

To the front, a useful driveway leads to a garage with an electric door, benefiting from
light, and power. Additional secure parking is available to the side of the property,
through the secure gate, while the mature front garden is neatly landscaped with lawn
and established shrubs.

Stepping into the wide and welcoming hallway, you'll find doors leading off to all rooms,
along with a useful storage cupboard. The kitchen, located at the front of the home, is
fitted with a modern range of high-gloss wall and base units with complementary
worktops. Integrated appliances include a Bosch oven, Belling induction hob with
extractor, and drainer sink sits below a window overlooking the front aspect, with
further space for additional appliances. A step down leads to the second entrance hall
which benefits from further storage, a guest cloakroom/WC, a utility area with
plumbing, sink, and the boiler, plus access out to both the rear garden and the front of
the property via a stable door and second front door.
