Upon entering the property through the 
electric gate and driving down the sweeping 
driveway, an immediate sense of privacy and 
security is prominent at Ravenscroft.

Inside, the property exudes a bright and airy 
ambiance, thanks to its expansive windows 
that usher in copious amounts of natural 
light. The ground floor boasts versatility, 
providing ample space for a large family to 
gather and enjoy each other’s company.

The sitting room, adorned with a triple aspect 
window, stands out as the brightest room on

The oak 
kitchen features a range cooker and generous 
storage, while the glossy black kitchen, 
facing the bi-folding doors and overlooking 
the expansive garden, is a showstopper.

10 miles away, offering further facilities.

An historic and thriving market town, 
Swaffham has an extensive range of local 
amenities including a Waitrose, Tesco, Asda, 
further shops, pubs and restaurants, three 
doctors surgeries and primary, secondary 

and higher schools together with a variety 
of leisure and sports activities including an 
excellent golf club.
