The site extends to approximately 1.25 acres and has conditional consent to build four detached luxury homes 

boasting views of the sea.  The prominent site slopes towards the south which means each of the potentially stunning 

homes will enjoy sunny aspects with further views over the town and countryside beyond.  Outline consent for Plots 

2 and 3 was granted on 03/11/2021 under Planning Application No. PA21/07249, with subsequent approval of reserve 

matters granted 05/06/2024, whilst reserve matters for Plots 1 and 4 were approved on 31/05/2024.

Location 

This enviable location is moments’ walk from the sand dunes and beach, where there are regular music concerts, and 

coastal footpaths running both east and west along miles of the most breath-taking coastline the UK has to offer.   

Perranporth is a much loved coastal town located on the rugged north Cornish coast between the regions premier 

holiday resort of Newquay to the east (8½ miles) and the picturesque village of St Agnes to the west (4 miles). Aside 

from the seasonal increase of visitors, there is a lively all year round local community supporting the various amenities 

which include a primary school, doctors surgery, Co op supermarket, numerous shops and pubs plus a local football 

team.  The town is easily accessible, just 5 miles off the newly dualled A30.  Its central location makes for easy travelling 

around Cornwall, with the County’s main centre for health, commerce, banking and retail within the Cathedral City of 

Truro (9 miles).
