The Property

An end-terrace period cottage that over time has been extended at 

both the front and rear to provide comfortable 2 reception, 2-

bedroom accommodation that features both uPVC double glazed 

windows and doors, together with gas central heating. 

At ground floor the two reception rooms are complemented by a 

good-sized kitchen together with a ground floor bathroom that has a 

shower over the bath.  At first floor there are two double bedrooms.  

Outside the property is approached over a long, brick paved 

driveway that provides off-road parking for potentially 4 vehicles plus 

more in the garage and car port.  The property has recently been 

used as a small market garden and so there are various greenhouse 

bases within the gardens.  To the immediate rear is the landscaped, 

sheltered and private patio, beyond which is a further level garden.  

Subject to planning, there is plenty of room to extend and develop 

the cottage should further accommodation be required.

Location

The nearest shop and post office for daily requirements is 

about ¼ mile away at Carnhell Green.  A similar distance 

from the popular Gwinear primary school. 

Wall itself is conveniently situated central to the larger 

towns of Hayle (5 miles), Camborne (3.5 miles) and Helston 

(8 miles), all of which offer a varied range of shopping, 

schooling, recreational and health care facilities.  Hayle and 

Camborne both have stops on the main Paddington-

Penzance railway line whilst the County’s main spinal route, 

the A30, is barely 5 minutes’ drive away at Treswithian 

Downs.  As well as putting this spectacular north Cornish 

coastline within less than 15 minutes’ drive, it also means 

that many of Cornwall’s other main towns and tourist 

attractions are easily accessible including the County town 

of Truro, 20 miles away.
