From the moment you step inside, the space and quality are immediately
apparent. The ground floor comprises a welcoming entrance hall with ground
floor cloakroom. Double doors lead to a spacious sitting room, ideal for
relaxing or entertaining, featuring an Inglenook fire place and timber ceiling
beams. A double glazed window gives views over the front garden. 

Sliding doors lead from the sitting room into the conservatory which enjoys
views of the rear garden. With French doors leading out to the patio and the
benefit of underfloor heating, this light-filled space provides a comfortable
and versatile living area throughout all seasons.

A formal dining room provides a perfect setting for family meals and can be
conveniently accessed from both the entrance hall and kitchen. There is a
double glazed window to the front elevation. 

The kitchen is fitted with a range of modern units, integral appliances, and a
feature range cooker. It features a matching centre island with cupboard
space and wine rack. There are double glazed windows to both the side and
rear while a single door offers direct access to the rear garden. An internal
door also connects to the integral garage, which includes a practical utility
area. 

The first floor landing serves five bedrooms and a family bathroom. The
principal bedroom is particularly spacious and includes an en-suite bathroom,
while four further generously sized bedrooms provide flexible space for family
members, guests, or home working. The family bathroom features a corner
bath and an enclosed separate shower.

Outside, the property enjoys a pleasant position with a front garden laid to
lawn, mature shrubbery, and a seating area. A driveway leads to the integral
garage and provides ample off-street parking. To the rear, a well-maintained
garden offers both lawn and patio areas, ideal for outdoor dining,
entertaining, or simply enjoying the peaceful setting.
