The property is approached via a
five-bar gate leading to a spacious
gravel driveway, with beautifully
landscaped gardens surrounding
the home. A large front patio areq,
lawns, and mature plant and shrub
borders create a welcoming first
impression.

Inside, the home is full of character
and charm, boasting three
reception rooms and a flexible
layout ideal for modern family
living.

The current main access into the
property is via the rear lobby which
offers access to ground floor WC an
opening then leads to a modern
kitchen, well-appointed with ample
worktop space, a pantry and views
to the front, an opening leads to the
snug with yet another woodburning
stove, front-facing window, and
staircase rising to the master
bedroom - a unique and private

retreat.

The kitchen also flows seamlessly to
the central stunning open-plan
dining/family room - a spacious
and light-filled area with bi-fold
doors, a skylight, and a feature
fireplace with wood burner, ideal for
entertaining. The dining room then
leads through to another hall with
stairs leading to the first floor and
providing access to a study
featuring a woodburning stove and
built-in storage

At the rear of the property is an
outbuilding providing a utility room.

Upstairs from the main landing are
three well-proportioned bedrooms,
a shower room, and a separate
family bathroom. The master
bedroom, accessed via its own
staircase from the snug, offers
peace and privacy, completing this
generous layout.

Externally, the property offers
extensive gardens, including areas
laid to lawn, a variety of fruit and
vegetable beds, a prestigious
Hartley Botanic greenhouse, mature
trees, and multiple outbuildings
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offering further potential. The sloping
garden to the rear and additional side
garden areas enhance the sense of
space and privacy.

This unique and spacious home
combines traditional charm with
modern living in a truly idyllic setting.
