Teak House Development was originally built in 1899 designed by Voyce who was renowned as an
architect of several country houses in England in the 19th Century and tastefully converted to four luxury
residential properties. This unique apartment offers commanding views of Poole Bay, Isle of Purbeck, and
Old Harry Rocks. Set in a plot of over 2 acres it provides a perfect combination of beautiful idyllic gardens
and yet is only a stone's throw from Branksome Beach and Bournemouth Blue Flag award winning
beachfront. The views from apartment are breath taking and property provides a feeling of privacy and
safety with security access system to the property.

The property offers over 1,400 Sq Ft of spacious accommodation. From first stepping into the apartment
there is a real feeling of space with natural light flooding into the property.
