SITUATION: Set within the East Devon National Landscape on the World Heritage Jurassic
Coast, Beer is a picturesque and unspoilt fishing village with local shops, pubs,
restaurants, galleries, a primary school, and a sailing club. Scenic walks nearby, including
the South West Coast Path.

DESCRIPTION: A spacious entrance hall provides access to all principal rooms on the
ground floor. The sitting room features a woodburner as a focal point, with bi-fold doors
opening onto a balcony that enjoys magnificent views across Beer Beach along the
Jurassic coastline to Portland. The contemporary kitchen and dining area is open plan,
also offering access to the balcony, creating a wonderful space for entertaining. A
utility/boot room opens directly from the driveway, while a cloakroom and a
study/bedroom to the front complete the ground floor accommodation.

On the lower ground floor, there are three double bedrooms, including one with an en
suite bathroom and separate shower. A family bathroom and an additional cloakroom
serve the remaining bedrooms.

OUTSIDE: A private driveway leads to a parking area and a double garage with electric
door. The gardens are mainly laid to lawn with patio areas ideal for al fresco dining and
enjoying the coastal setting. There is a greenhouse, log shed and tool shed.
