Directions From Hereford proceed out on the A465 
Worcester Road at the roundabout take the second exit for 
Sutton-St-Nicholas.  Proceed through the village of Sutton-
St-Nicholas and Bodenham.  At the T Junction by  
the Englands Gate Pub turn left onto the A417.  Proceed down the 
road and take the right turn opposite garage for Stoke Prior & Risbury.  
Continue for about 2 miles and turn Right for Risbury.  Continue along 
this road to the crossroads and proceed straight across.  The Stables is 
about 0.25 miles down track.  The lane is located on the right handside.
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THE STABLES 

The property is approached via a country lane that leads on to a stone 
driveway, leading into the parking area in front of the Agricultural Barn 
for several cars.  The Agricultural Barn is of steel construction with 
internal stables within and fodder area, on the roof are the Solar Panels 
for the electricity.  Opposite is the mobile stable with all-weather 
turnout area, there is a paddock to the side of this with access onto the 
fenced off bridle path that lines to the boundary side.   The main three 
paddocks are beyond the yard and are landlocked on both sides, with 
natural hedges and stock fencing.
