Outside, there is
a side passageway shared only with one neighbour and a very well kept, walled rear
garden with both lawn and patio areas.

The immediate area is well served by a choice of independently-owned shops
including cafes, restaurants and home improvement stores as well as a butchers and
bakery. Public facilities such as Russell Park and the Embankment are close by and
the area is also home to the outstanding-rated Castle Newnham Primary School.
Bedford town centre is a short walk away and offers a wider choice of shops as well
as fast links into London by rail.
