Plum Tree Cottage is a well-proportioned four-
bedroom detached home, beautifully positioned
in the heart of the desirable village of Aston-
under-Hill.

The accommodation is arranged across two
floors, with the ground floor comprising a
welcoming entrance hall, a generous sitting room
featuring a central fireplace and ample natural
light, and a separate dining room—ideal for
entertaining or adaptable as a hobbies space or
study.

Outside, the property enjoys a private plot with a
lawned front garden enclosed by hedging, and a
tiered rear garden that includes a paved terrace,
mature planting, and raised beds. There is a
detached garage (with power and lighting) and
driveway parking. Set in this sought-after village
near the Bredon Hills, the cottage offers a
peaceful yet connected lifestyle with countryside
walks and community charm just moments from
the doorstep.
