residential area close to the edge of the
v i l lage.  Bourton prov ides  an  exce l lent
range of local facilities including a range
of boutique shops, supermarkets, pubs,
restaurants, doctors, churches, a leisure
c e n t r e ,  l o c a l  p r i m a r y  s c h o o l  a n d  t h e
p o p u l a r  C o t s w o l d  S e c o n d a r y  s c h o o l ,
which is  within walking distance of  the
property.  The area's  larger commercial
a n d  c u l t u r a l  c e n t r e s  o f  C h e l t e n h a m ,
Cirencester and Oxford are within easy
travel l ing  d istance and there are main
l ine  ra i l  serv ices  at  K ingham (8  mi les )
( P a d d i n g t o n  8 0 m i n s  a p p r o x )  a n d  a
c o m p r e h e n s i v e  l o c a l  b u s  n e t w o r k
radiating from Bourton. The village is set
in the heart of the Cotswold Hills, which
provide outdoor rural leisure pursuits.

T h e property h a s
parking f o r t w o c a r s t o t h e front a n d a
good s i z e d leve l rear garden with patio,
lawn a n d a p a t h l e a d i n g d o w n t o a
substantial d e t a c h e d o u t b u i l d i n g t h a t
provides usefu l storage. T h e h o u s e h a s
been extensively i m p r o v e d u n d e r t h e
current o w n e r s h i p a n d p r o v i d e s g o o d
open plan living on the ground floor with
a  g o o d s i z e d k i t c h e n / d i n i n g r o o m
interconnecting with the sitt ing room o n
the g r o u n d f l o o r , w i t h t w o d o u b l e
bedrooms, a third single bedroom/study

and a refitted shower room on the f irst
floor. A fixed stair rises to a useful attic
o n  t h e  s e c o n d  f l o o r  w i t h  r o o f l i g h t
overlooking the garden.

OUTSIDE

cul‐de‐sac via a gravelled driveway with
parking for two cars. Set to the rear of the
property is a good sized level rear garden,
with  a  pat io  terrace to  the rear  of  the
house leading in turn to the main garden,
b e i n g  l a i d  m a i n l y  t o  l a w n ,  w i t h  a
substantial  DETACHED OUTBUILDING to
t h e  f a r  e n d ,  w i t h  a  g a t e  l e a d i n g  t o  a
further  garden mater ia l s  s torage  area
and a separate pedestrian access to the
rear.
