THE PROPERTY

A most attractive detached five bedroom family home, situated in a quiet cul-de-sac with stunning views from the rear over farmland. The property
has been extended and refurbished by the current owners and consequently it is in very good order throughout. The property benefits from light,
spacious and airy accommodation. There are photovoltaic panels providing an income to the current owners. The accommodation comprises a front
door opening to the entrance hall with built in cloaks cupboard, stairs to first floor accommodation and door to, Study/bedroom 5 with windows to
two aspects and a radiator. Adjacent to this room is a shower room, with shower cubicle, wash basin, low level toilet and ceramic tiles to the walls and
floor. The spacious extended open plan kitchen, dining and sitting area has a part vaulted ceiling with electrically operated Velux windows and
further windows and French doors opening to the garden. The kitchen has good range of base, display and wall mounted units with granite
worksurfaces over and also a peninsula breakfast bar. There is a 1Y2bowl inset sink with mixer tap, space for American style fridge/freezer, two
built in ovens, inset electric hob with stainless steel extraction hood over, integrated dishwasher and fridge. There is an opening to the utility room and
to the sitting room. The utility room has a porcelain sink, wall units and granite work surfaces, there are sliding patio doors to the conservatory and a
door to a shelved lobby with further door giving access to the garage.

The family bathroom has a panelled bath with shower over and glass screen, toilet, pedestal wash
basin and towel radiator. To the front of the property is a driveway leading to the garages and providing off road parking for a number of vehicles.
The enclosed rear garden is mainly lawn with a paved patio, mature planting and two useful storage sheds.
