The Property
Entering the cottage, you are greeted by the sitting room which has a wealth of  character and charm to include ceiling and wall beams, original feature brick
wall and latch doors along with two wooden framed front windows and a door leading into the kitchen.  The kitchen comprises worktop with inset
stainless-steel sink and drainer with recess under with space and plumbing for a washing machine, further worktop with inset four ring gas hob with electric 
oven/grill beneath, matching wall cupboards, two wooden framed sealed unit double glazed windows and stable style rear entrance door.  From the sitting room
a staircase rises to the first floor and master double bedroom with three sealed unit double glazed windows and feature beams, a door then opens into the second
bedroom that has two sash windows and ample room for bedroom furniture.  Leading off  the master bedroom is a modern fitted shower room comprising a 
white suite with double shower area with glass screens, low level W/C, pedestal wash basin, heated towel rail, wall mounted gas fired boiler for central heating and
domestic hot water and opaque sealed unit double glazed window.







External
Outside, to the front the property abuts the pavement and to the rear is an enclosed courtyard with coal shed and further brick store.

Location
The bustling Market Town of  Beccles, also known as the ‘Gateway to the broads’ benefits from having its own Train Station (East Suffolk Line) with links
to Ipswich and onto London Liverpool Street, and more local locations such as Brampton and Oulton Broad.  Beccles has a bus station located centrally
with regular services to the City of  Norwich, the seaside towns of  Great Yarmouth and Gorleston, as well as Lowestoft, Pakefield and many other
villages in between.   The bus station is situated immediately opposite the property itself  with routes to Norwich, Great Yarmouth and Lowestoft, as well
as a shuttle bus service these routes run between Norwich, Great Yarmouth, and Lowestoft. Halesworth, Lowestoft, and Oulton Broad South.Beccles also
has easy access to local independent shops, restaurants and public houses. countryside walks.
