The Property: The front entrance door leads into a porch with a window to the side and door leading into the sitting room which has space for furniture and 
window overlooking the green to the front.  The newly fitted kitchen can be found just off  the sitting room and comprises a worktop with inset sink and drainer,
with recess under with space and plumbing for washing machine, cupboards and drawer, matching wall cupboards, space for freestanding cooker and upright
fridge freezer and newly fitted flooring.  From the sitting room a door leads into an inner hall with a large storage cupboard and access to the bedroom and newly
fitted bathroom which includes a white suite with panel bath withing mixer tap and shower attachment, glass shower screen, low level W/C and pedestal wash
basin.  

External: Outside to the front you will find an open grassed garden with path leading to the front entrance and the path continues to a further open grassed rear
garden where you will find access to off  road parking and a single garage which has an up and over door.
