To the one side, a paddock extends to about 1.5 

acres of sloping ground and there are some 

delightful views across surrounding countryside.

Situated along the vehicle track in an elevated 

position in rural south Herefordshire in this small 

Hamlett of Marlas, less than a mile from the 

historic village of Kilpeck. Kilpeck has a pub and 

renowned church, with main facilities either in 

Hereford or Abergavenny. The Steiner Academy 

School at Much Dewchurch is about three miles 

away.  
 

 

Change of use planning was obtained under 

Application #223761 on the 21st December 2022 

to be completed within the period of three years 

of this date of approval for a ‘prior approval’ for 

the conversion of an existing Dutch barn and lean 

to barns attached to one larger dwelling house
