A stately, Grade Il Listed four-be droom Georgian home w ith an abundance of original period features, be nefitting from stunning Ranmore view s and situatedin the y
desirable village of W estcott, within a short w alk of the ame nities and loc al sc hool.

Skeynes House is an attractive, semi-detache d Ge orgian property w hichis listed as a 'Building of Historic Interest' and is aw ashw ith character and period charm.
Steps lead up to acovered front porch, opening into the spacious lobby. The grand drawingroom offers a dual aspectw ithw ide sashw indow's, benefitting from
their original sliding shutters. Further fe atures include anopenfireplace and elevated view s across Ranmore. The fourth bedroom, w hich the ow ner currently uses as
an office, has beautiful view s across Ranmore and offers plenty of space for a double bed, w ithfitted storage already in situ. This room houses a functional dumb

w aiter, w hichhearkens back to the property's 17th century beginnings. A recently refurbished show erroomw ith underfloor heating and W /C are also found off the
main hall and complete the ground floor accommo dation.

Stairs lead dow nto the low er ground floor, w here severalrooms can be found. Originally the servants' kitchens and quarters, this space has now been opened up to } &
create aspacious family room, and a large diningroomw ithw orking log-burning stove is ideal for e ntertaining. The kitchen has beenfittedw ith a range of bespoke |
grey floor and ceiling cabinefry, complemented by ample quartz w orktops and benefitting from agas fired AGA andspace for further inftegrated appliances. Arear
doorleadsinto the garden. There is a large utility roomw ithspace and plumbing for both aw ashing machine and drier and provides extra storage. T
A gorgeous staircasew ith curved w alls risesto the first floor, providing access to all the bedrooms and the family bathroom. Bedroom one is a bright and spacious .
14'1ft x 13'4ft double, ow ing to two large sashw indow swith a front aspect and be nefits from built inw ardrobes on either side of a feature fireplace. Be drooms tw o -l

and three are also generous doubles, one w ithspace to build w ardrobes and the other already be nefitting from built instorage. Each of these rear aspect
bedrooms offer breath-taking view s across Ranmore. The family bathroom has beenfittedw ith a neutral three-piece suitew ith double sink and show er over the
bath.

Outside

A shared drivew ay leads dow nto the front of the property w here there is ample parking for several vehicles. The property is bordered by aw ell-established beech
hedge andthe front gardenis laid to law nw ithanselection of mature shrubs and trees.

The re ar and side gardens have been designed for low maintenance and offer a sunny aspect w ith courty ard areas that are perfe ct for outdoor e ntertaining.

Outbuilding (Potential annexe)
The property enjoys afully self-containe d outbuilding, thought to have beenthe property's former coach house. Currently there is afully equippedkitchen, large
open plan living space w ith plenty of cleverly built-inw ardrobes and a stylish show er room. This is a bright space w hich adds an additional 400 sq/ft of usable space,

perfect as occasional guest accommodation. It has its ow nboiler and features a'w et' underfloor he ating system. Please note, to convert into aformal annexe, there
would be additional w ork and building regulation approval re quired.

Location

Skeynes House is situated onthe edge of some of Surrey's finest and unspoilt countryside. The pretty village of W estcott provides a small selection of shops, village
pub, highly regarde d school, doctor's surgery, and a village church. For more compre hensiv e facilities, the tow nof Dorking lies w ithin proximity and provides good
shopping, recreational and e duc ational facilities togetherw ith a mainline station (London W aterloo and London Victoria). There are also e asy road links to Guildford
tow ncentre, the M25, Gatwick and Heathrow airports and London City centre. The general area around W estcoft is highly regarded for its outstanding countryside
including The Now er, Ranmore Common and Box Hill (National Trust) -ideal for the w alking and riding e nthusiast, plus De nbies Wine Estate (England's largest

viney ard) situated on the northern outskirts of Dorking.
