An exciting opportunity to purchase a contemporary three-bedroom, tw o-bathroom, top f loor maisonette offering over 1,100sq ft of bright, 

versatile accommodation w ith a delightful garden. The property is situated w ithin the highly sought after Rothes Road, just moments from 

everything Dorking tow n centre has to offer including the High Street, Meadow bank Park, mainline train stations and excellent  schools.  

 

Access is via the garden and steps rise up to a very bright and spacious covered porch before entering via the main front door. The entrance 

hallw ay is an impressive space and sets the tone for the generous proportions, high ceilings and original features a property  of this per iod offers.  

The front aspect 15'2 x 14'1 reception room has been designed to be the 'heart of the home' providing the ideal entertaining space and further 

benefits from a w orking f ireplace creating a w arm ambience. This is a lovely br ight room w ith plenty of natural light f low ing through, thanks to 

large bay w indows. Next is the modern kitchen, f itted w ith a selection of f loor to ceiling shaker style units complemented by granite w orktops, 

range cooker and w ashing machine plus integrated appliances. There is also plenty of space for a large table and chairs. The master bedroom is 

14'9 x 14'2 and offers generous space for freestanding furniture, along w ith lovely view s across the garden. This room also boas ts a modern en-

suite show er room. Bedroom tw o is a double, w ith built-in w ardrobes and bedroom three is a good-sized s ingle that could also be utilised as a 

study. Completing the accommodation is the family bathroom fitted w ith a modern w hite suite w ith bath and overhead show er.  

In addit ion, most rooms have original stained-glass w indow s as w ell as f itted attractive plantation shutters w hich are great for added privacy. 

There is also ample storage w ithin the property, including the att ic space w hich offers a great potential for a loft conversion subject to planning 

permission, to increase the square footage.  

 

Outside  

A w onderful feature of this property is the outside space w hich forms part of a brick and fence enclosed garden, featuring an area of lawn 

bordered by w ell-established f low er beds and mature shrubs. There is also a large shed to store garden tools and bikes, as w ell as a further 

'under stairs' storage cupboard located at the bottom of the steps leading up to the property.  

 

Leasehold  

The property is leasehold w ith a 958-year lease remaining. Maintenance of building costs and repairs is shared w ith the maisonette below, w hich 

is split equally betw een both parties and done on an ‘ad hoc’ basis.  

 

Parking  

This property has permission to park on Lonsdale Road w hich is a private road. The current ow ners pay £70 annually tow ards the up keep of the 

road. Alternatively, there is permit parking along Rothes Road.  

 

Location 

Rothes Road is situated w ithin the heart of Dorking tow n centre w hich offers a comprehensive range of shopping, soc ial, recreational, and 

educational amenit ies w ith facilities for the commuter from one of three railw ay stations. Dorking mainline and Deepdene railw ay stations are 

w ithin close proximity offering a service into London Victor ia and London Waterloo in approximately 55 minutes. The M25 is ac cessed seven 

miles north equidistant via the A24 to Leatherhead Junction 9 or the A25 to Reigate Junction 8 offering direct access to Gatw ick and Heathrow  

Airports. Dorking also has a f lagship Waitrose store, excellent sports centre and The Dorking Hall regularly hosts cultural events. In addition, the 

tow n benefits f rom a very good choice of schools including The Ashcombe and The Priory at secondary level and St Paul's and St Martin's at 

primary level. The general area is famous for its outstanding countryside inc luding The Now er, Ranmore Common and Box Hill (National Trust) - 

ideal for the w alking and r iding enthusiast, plus Denbies Wine Estate (England's largest vineyard) situated on the northern outskirts of Dorking.
