Location 
Worrall Hill is continuous with the well-
appointed village of Lydbrook, which offers a 
primary school, three reputable pubs, a post 
office, a convenience store, a health centre, an 
Indian takeaway, and an award-winning fish 
and chip shop. It lies on the north-west edge 
of the Royal Forest of Dean - an area which 
gives 24,000 acres of countryside and presents 
an ideal landscape for outdoor activities.

The Homes at a Glance
This pair of properties presents a prime 
opportunity for either multi-generational 
living or a potential rental income. 

Rose House is a generously proportioned double-
fronted home with four double bedrooms and 
a versatile layout. The main entrance leads to a 
substantial reception hall, which sets a pleasing 
scene. A wood-effect floor flows throughout this 
level of the home, which includes a sitting room, 
an open-plan family room, a study/playroom, 
a farmhouse-style kitchen with an informal 
dining area, and a utility room/cloakroom. 

The staircase in the reception hall leads up to 
the first floor, which houses all four double 
bedrooms, two of which boast en-suite shower 
rooms. The other two bedrooms both feature 
built-in wardrobes and, in terms of washing 
facilities, they are served by the family bathroom, 
which is fitted with a three-piece suite. 

Rose Cottage is built into the hillside, and 
therefore, there are entrances into the home 
from both levels of the property. The two-
bedroom residence boasts a spectacular 25-
foot open-plan living space, which frames 
the ever-changing woodland panorama.

The garden envelops the property, and the 
grounds include several outbuildings - there 
is a summerhouse, several sheds, and an 
insulated timber workshop, which has a light 
and power supply. In terms of parking, there is 
a large gated parking area next to the home.

Leave Ross-on-Wye along Walford Road and pass 
through Walford, then Bishopswood, with the 
river to your right-hand side. When entering the 
village of Lower Lydbrook from the A4136, after 
turning left where indicated, continue up the hill, 
passing through the centre of Upper Lydbrook. 
Continue along and up the hill, then take the 
right-hand turn signposted Worrall Hill and 
Camomile Green. Stay on this road for around 
650 metres, then Rose House & Rose Cottage 
will be found on the left-hand side of the road.
