Set directly outside the kitchen is the beautiful courtyard garden with
slate flooring offering the ideal spot to enjoy the morning sun. There
is ample space for an outside table and chairs and there is also a
tiered planting area. 2 Lower Street also benefits from a large
detached garden accessed via a right of way, this amazing space is
mainly laid to lawn, level and fully enclosed. The garden enjoys a
south-facing aspect with views across the countryside towards East
Portlemouth, there is also a large apple tree in the centre of the
garden.
