Tucked away in a quiet cul-de-sac on the ever-popular Worsted Farm estate, this beautifully presented two-bedroom
end-of-terrace home offers the perfect blend of peace, practicality, and location. Backing directly onto woodland and
within walking distance of East Grinstead’s historic Tudor High Street, the property is also ideally placed for excellent
primary and secondary schools, making it a superb choice for families, professionals, or downsizers.

The property is entered via a useful porch — ideal for coats and shoes — which leads directly into a bright and
spacious lounge/diner. A large bay window and additional front-facing window flood the room with natural light, while
stairs rise neatly to the first floor on the left. The kitchen is located at the rear of the property and is in excellent
condition, featuring an integrated dishwasher and washing machine, induction hob, electric oven, 1.5 sink with drainer,
and a freestanding American-style fridge/freezer. A rear door leads directly to the garden.

Upstairs, the generously sized master bedroom is unusually large for a property of this type and boasts dual front-
aspect windows and bespoke built-in wardrobes. Bedroom two overlooks the rear garden and is currently used as a
home office, though it comfortably accommodates a double bed. The family bathroom is stylishly fitted with a corner
bath and overhead shower, low-level WC, and wash basin. Additional storage is provided by an airing cupboard on the
landing and access to loft space above.

Outside, the property truly excels. The rear garden is larger than average for this style of home, thanks to a spacious
side plot. Recently updated with new fencing, the garden is mainly laid to lawn with generous patio areas — perfect for
outdoor entertaining or relaxing in the sun. Further benefits include a garage en-bloc, with parking in front, plus an
additional allocated parking space.

Properties in this location, with such generous outdoor space and immaculate presentation, are rarely available. Early
viewing is highly recommended.
