There is a generous, 27' double reception room with dining area which also enjoys the river views. Also downstairs is a double
bedroom, study and shower room.

To the front of the house is an off street parking space and single garage with adjoining workshop. A pretty ornamental garden
leads through to a further 80ft enclosed, lawned garden with a large glasshouse. To the riverside the beautiful landscaped gardens
incorporate composite decking with borders of mature plants and shrubs with an outside dining space with stunning river views
and steps to the 45ft mooring.
