The M4 motorway can be accessed either at Junction 11, where there is 

also the A33 south to Basingstoke, as well as Green Park and its new 

railway station; or at Junction 10 where London then lies 

approximately 40 miles away and Heathrow Airport approximately 28 

miles away.
