BURNHAM‐ON‐CROUCH:
Burnham-on-Crouch is a picturesque town on the banks
of the River Crouch, a renown yachting and sailing centre
hosting t h e f amous ‘Burnham Week ’ a t t h e e n d o f
August. The town has a population of a little over 9,500
and i s the principal settlement i n the Dengie peninsula.
Consequently i t b o a s t s m a n y a m e n i t i e s t h a t a r e
uncommon in small towns including two primary schools
and an academy secondary school, independent cinema,
Burnham yacht harbour/marina, several boatyards, three
yacht c l u b s ( inc luding t h e Roya l Cor inth ian & R o y a l
Burnham), t w o supermarkets a n d numerous individual
shops, public houses and restaurants. There is a railway

stat ion on the Southminster  branch l ine  wi th  d i rect
commuter trains into London Liverpool Street (at peak
times). The Burnham-on-Crouch Golf Club, founded in
1923, is situated in Creeksea on the outskirts of Burnham
and enjoys breathtaking views over the Crouch Valley and
River Crouch.
