The Property  
 
Situated within a few minutes’ walk of the 
town centre, this characterful period 
cottage is a superb renovation project 
with a multitude of potential to upgrade 
and possibly extend, subject to planning. 
Overlooking a small green opposite, the 
cottage is accompanied by a mature rear 
garden with a former outbuilding which 
also requires refurbishment. Internally the 
cosy accommodation extends to around 
644 sq.ft with the current layout 
comprising a front living room with 
feature fireplace, dining room open to a 
kitchen, and a ground floor bathroom. 
Upstairs there is a good-sized double 
bedroom with high ceiling and a small 
single bedroom. There is a paved 
driveway at the front which could provide 
parking for a small vehicle/motorbike.  

Situation  
 
Tetbury is a thriving historic Cotswold 
market town with much of it dating back 
to the 17th and 18th Centuries. The town 
has a broad range of shops and amenities 
for everyday needs as well as a number of 
quality antique shops, excellent hotels, 
restaurants and cafes within the town 
centre. Further everyday needs include a 
large supermarket, hospital, surgeries and 
post office whilst there are also excellent 
schools catering for all ages. Voted by 
Country Life magazine recently as the 
third most desirable town in the country, 
Tetbury is situated within an Area of 
Outstanding Natural Beauty and is 
surrounded by delightful Cotswold 
Countryside where there are ample 
opportunities for walking. Conveniently 
located less than half an hour from both 

the M4 and M5 motorway, Tetbury is 
within easy reach of Cirencester, 
Cheltenham, Bath, Bristol and Swindon. 
Close by is the beautiful Forest 
Commission run Westonbirt Arboretum 
and King Charles Highgrove Estate. There 
is good access to nearby Kemble Railway 
Station which provides regular fast 
services to London and other regional 
centres.
