Nearby schooling includes Granton
Primary and Holy Cross RC Primary, Broughton High and
St. Thomas of Aquin's RC High School. Regular bus services
will take you swiftly into the city centre and the tram stops
at The Shore or Newhaven are less than 20 minutes walk
away.
