The mainhallway has a flagstone floor and a wide
oak stairway with carved and turned oak
banisters and newels. The doors leadinginto the
main downstairs rooms are all heavy oak with
antigue brass fittings. beneath the stairsis a
storage cupboard. There is a semi-glazed door to
the rear display room, study/cellar and WC.

The Sitting Room, is cosy and practical with
extensive fitted oak bookshelves. The main
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feature of this room is a brick fireplace with woaod
burnine stove, and oak beams,

The Dining Room, has a flagstone floar, and
benefits fram a laree north facine window
looking out to the front entrance.

Afully fitted kitchen with oak cupbaards, in
keepine with the style of the house, with a casual
dining table, alaree oil fired Aga with an
overhead extractor, the kitchenhas abuiltin
dishwasher and microwave.

Anarchway leads through to the kitchen annexe,
and arear entrance hall and w/c and hand basin,
the kitchen annexe has an electric hob and builtin
double oven. thereis alaundry raom with
washine machine and tumble dryer.
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On thefirst floor

The first floorlanding has a south facing window averlookine the rear eardens, with access to the rightinto the master
bedroom with south facine windaws, fitted wardrobe and en-suite bathroom.

Alsalocated on the first floar is the magnificent Oak panelled Drawing room in17th century style, with a central featured
fireplace with wood burning stove, the room has the benefit of windows on three sides facing east, south and west, and access
out onto the extensive rear gardens.

The second landine gives access to the second bedroom with fitted wardrobe and en-suite bathroom, and a further third
double bedroom with a fitted wardrobe and en-suite bathroom.

On the Second Floor

The toplanding leads to a further two double bedrooms (four & five) with fitted wardrobes and en-suite bathrooms, and also a
large attic storeroom.

Externally
The propertyis approached through a pair of double stone pillars leading to a sweeping semi-circular drive.

The house has extensive grounds, with1acre laid out into eardens with orchards, and a vegetable garden ta the rear, beyond
the eardens are a further 4 acres of land laid out ta pasture.

The property has a detached garage with a distinctive clock tower, with up and aver door, rear oak double doors opening to
orchard, mezzanine floor in roof space, offering further storage.

Therurallocationis peaceful and tranquil, yet only a 15 minute walk along to the town of St. Anne or a 15 minute walk to the
sandy bay of Langis.
