The Indoors

From the communal hallway, a storage cupboard neatly fits
the washing machine, keeping the main space open and
uncluttered.

Chatsworth Road runs north from Homerton towards the
green fields of Clapton and the Marshes. It offers a
selection of independent shops, cafes and restaurants
such as Shanes and Jim’s Cafe, and specialist food
suppliers L’epicerie. 

Nearby Victoria Park Village has some fantastic food shops
including The Ginger Pig butcher,  and f ishmonger
Jonathan Norris. The weekly markets take place at Victoria
Park and Wel l  Street,  and Broadway Market has a
reputation for some excellent places to eat and drink, and
hosts a food market on Saturdays.

Homerton station, a one-minute walk away, runs direct
services to Stratford and Highbury & Islington on the
London Overground, whilst London Fields also offers direct
trains to Liverpool Street. Bethnal Green Underground
station, easily accessible by bus, has excellent links to
central London via the Central Line.
