Situated on the hall floor of a striking semi-detached 
Victorian building in a prestigious Clifton location, an 
exceptionally well-proportioned 1 double bedroom 
apartment benefitting from the use of an extensive 
communal garden as well as being offered to the market 
with no onward chain.

• Situated in  a desirable Clifton location within close proximity to 
the village, the apartment is ideally located within easy reach of 
the best that Bristol has to offer, being on the doorstep of a vast 
array of local boutique shops, restaurants and cafes, whilst also 
being close to the Clifton Suspension Bridge and the Downs with 
over 400 acres of external space.

ACCOMMODATION 

APPROACH: the property is accessed from the pavement via wrought iron gates which open onto a 
level brick pathway leading beside the front communal garden where two stone steps ascend to the 
communal entrance door with secure intercom entry system. Large wooden door leads into entrance 
vestibule which in turn leads into the communal hallway where the access to flat 3 can be found 
immediately on your right-hand side via a wooden door.  

ENTRANCE HALLWAY: tall moulded skirtings, doors accessing all principal rooms to the flat including 
bedroom and bathroom, intercom entry system, fuse box and two inset ceiling spotlights. 

LIVING/DINING ROOM: (15’10” into chimney recess x 13’1”) (4.82m x 3.98m) an exceptionally large 
principal room with three wooden sash windows to rear elevation, tall moulded skirtings, radiator, 
central ceiling light point,  four wall light points and a period fireplace with marble surround. 

KITCHEN: (11’6” x 5’5”) (3.50m x 1.65m) comprising a range of wall, base and drawer units with roll 
edged worksurface over, integrated fridge and freezer, four ring gas hob with electric oven below and 
Smeg cooker hood over, stainless steel 1 ½ bowl sink and drainer unit with swan neck mixer tap over, 
tiled splashback, integrated dishwasher, double glazed UPVC window to side elevation, tiled flooring, 
tall moulded skirtings, radiator, inset ceiling light points, extractor fan and cupboard housing 
Worcester Bosch combination boiler.  
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BEDROOM: (14’6” x 13’0”) (4.41m x 3.95m) tall moulded skirtings, radiator, large wooden sash 
window to rear elevation, three wall light points and a large fitted wardrobe. 

BATHROOM/WC: white suite comprising low level wc with concealed cistern and dual flush, 
panelled bath with mains fed shower over and glass shower screen, wall hung basin with swan 
neck mixer tap and wall mounted mirror over, part tiled walls, tiled flooring, inset ceiling 
spotlights, extractor fan and mains fed towel radiator.
