A modern shower room features a double-width
walk-in enclosure, while the landing is spacious
and finished with hardwood flooring.
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The kitchen/dining room is a standout space —
contemporary in design with sea views towards
Corbyn Head. Fitted with a Bosch oven and combi
microwave, large induction hob with extractor, twin
stainless-steel sinks and space for a dishwasher and
generous dining table, it is both functional and
sociable.

The bay-windowed lounge enjoys excellent
proportions, natural light and a feature fireplace,
creating a superb main reception room. A generous
double bedroom with sliding doors leads directly onto
a private rear terrace and benefits from its own en-
suite shower room. A second spacious double
bedroom completes the first-floor layout.

From the landing, stairs rise to the top floor — a bright
and expansive room with large Velux windows framing
far-reaching sea views across Corbyn Head and the
seafront. This versatile space could serve as a further
bedroom, additional lounge, studio or home office,
and includes excellent built-in storage.

Gas central heating runs throughout.

This is a rare opportunity to secure a sizeable coastal
home in a prime position — ideal for buyers seeking
their first home, a lock-and-leave coastal base, or
simply more space and flexibility than a typical
apartment offers.
