In recognition of this 

extraordinary act of bravery, the road on which this 

collection sits is named Mayes Close, a quiet, lasting 

tribute to the life he saved.

After returning home, Osborne lived a quiet life 

working on the Rothschild Estate, embodying the same 

values of dedication, honesty, and craftsmanship that 

define this corner of Hertfordshire. His legacy endures 

not only in the village churchyard, where he rests, but 

also in the spirit of resilience and integrity that still 

characterises Wigginton today.

In that spirit, The Osborne Collection brings together 

traditional architectural detailing and refined modern 

design to create homes of enduring quality and charm.
