The property is entered via a front porch, leading into the dining room. From 
here, there is access to the sitting room and kitchen, as well as stairs rising to 
the first floor with a useful storage cupboard beneath. The kitchen is 
positioned at the front of the property and is fitted with a range of wall and 
base units, with an integrated oven, hob and extractor hood plus space for a 
fridge freezer and plumbing for a washing machine. It also houses the wall-
mounted gas central heating boiler and a recently upgraded electric 
consumer unit. To the rear, the principal sitting room features a focal 
fireplace and benefits from both a window and French doors opening onto 
the rear garden. 
 
On the first floor, there are three bedrooms and a family bathroom accessed 
from the landing. Two of the bedrooms are doubles, both with fitted 
wardrobes, while the front bedroom also includes an airing cupboard housing 
the hot water cylinder. The bathroom comprises a WC, wash basin, and 
corner shower cubicle. 
 
Externally, the property benefits from a driveway leading to a single garage 
at the side, along with a low-maintenance front garden laid with shingle and 
shrubs. The rear garden is a particular highlight—mature and well-
established, with a variety of shrubs and patio areas. Its west-facing 
orientation makes it ideal for enjoying afternoon and evening sun. A 
personnel door provides access to the rear of the garage. 
 
The property is connected to mains gas, electricity, water, and drainage. It is 
freehold and falls within Council Tax Band C (Cotswold District Council).
