For wider transport links, Gloucester and Cheltenham offer mainline rail services

to destinations such as Bristol, Birmingham and London, with typical journey

times to Birmingham New Street of around one hour and to London Paddington

from about two hours, depending on service. Regular bus routes operate through

Brockworth towards both Gloucester and Cheltenham, supporting commuters,

first-time buyers, investors and families seeking a well-connected home in this

part of Gloucestershire.
