The Property
An individual mature detached bungalow enjoying a large

garden plot extending to 0.27 of an acre with views over open
farmland to the rear, set back from New Road with a long
gravelled driveway in the popular and pretty village of East
Hagbourne.

Dating from the 1950's the bungalow has been extended and
improved over recent years and features an impressive
orangery style living room at the rear of the property
overlooking the gardens. There are two double bedrooms, a
separate sitting room and a large attached garage.

In addition, there is a lined loft room with window, which could
be used as a hobby room or converted in a formal way to
provide additional bedroom space, if desired.

New Road, East Hagbourne is a popular location made up of
a wide variety of individual houses and bungalows. The
village itself has a particularly charming main street lined with
historic buildings and a range of useful amenities including a

village primary school, community post office and shop,
thriving village pub and garage. Didcot is approximately 1 mile
away and offers comprehensive shopping and leisure facilities
including an excellent rail services to London Paddington in
under 40 minutes.
