The Property
The property affords double glazing and gas central

heating throughout, benefiting from a nearly new

Worcester Bosch boiler. Internally, expect to find a

generous gross floor area of approximately 1,050 square

feet across two floors (including the garage). 

The entrance hall with separate WC leads to a large

sitting/dining room with direct garden access to the rear,

and in turn to a refitted breakfast kitchen with a pantry

cupboard and a range of integrated appliances. 

Upstairs are four good-sized bedrooms (two large doubles)

and a four-piece family bathroom. The main bedroom also

boasts built-in wardrobes and storage. There is a useful

loft and cavity wall insulation. To the left-hand side is an

attached garage with an electric roller door, power, and

lighting.  The property has excellent potential to extend,

should the eventual purchaser wish. 

The Outside
Set back from a quiet residential cul-de-sac behind a

private driveway with side-by-side parking. The property is

situated a stone’s throw from the protected Meadow Park

in the village, and a short walk from the village centre and

all of its amenities. The position is sought after and rarely

becomes available in the open market. 

To the rear are generous and landscaped mature gardens

with privacy and a wonderful ‘green’ aspect. There is a

newly replaced terrace all laid across the rear of the main

house.



The Location 
The village is home to a thriving community and boasts

excellent local schools, as well as a bustling High Street.

There are plenty of amenities available, including a bakery,

greengrocer, and florist, as well as several coffee shops,

pubs, and eateries. Beautiful countryside walks are easily

accessible, and you can conveniently reach Loughborough

and Nottingham by car or via a regular bus service.
