LOCATION  
Chudleigh Knighton is a lovely small village, located between 
Chudleigh and Bovey Tracey.  The village is well located near 
to the A38 which provides easy access to Plymouth, Exeter, 

Exeter Airport and the M5 motorway. A regular 'bus service 
runs to both Exeter and Newton Abbot. There is a primary 
school, vil lage  hall, village shop, hairdressers and popular 

local pub, The Claycutters. 
 
There are good local facilities in both Chudleigh and 
Chudleigh Knighton while the town of Bovey Tracey is within 

3 miles. The cathedral and university city of Exeter is 12.5 
miles. The boundary of the Dartmoor National Park is within 
3 miles where there is wonderful countryside for walking, 

riding, cycling and fishing. The coast at Teignmouth and 
Dawlish is within 9 miles. The Teign Estuary is only 5 miles. 
 
ACCOMMODATION  

 
A double glazed FRONT DOOR leads into the enclosed 
ENTRANCE PORCH with wood effect laminate flooring, cat 
flap and double glazed window to the side elevation. An 

inner glazed door leads into the HALL with carpeted stairs 
rise to one side, open storage under the staircase, radiator 
with ornate cover. 

 
 
 

The LIVING ROOM sits off with double glazed window 
overlooking the conservatory, feature gas living flame 
fireplace, coved ceiling and pendant light fitting. The room 
opens in to the CONSERVATORY with sliding patio doors and 

further double glazed windows to the side and rear 
elevations.  This is a lovely room with a superb vista to the 
rear garden. 

 
The KITCHEN sits to the front of the house and is fitted with a 
country style kitchen with a range of floor and wall mounted 
kitchen cupboards and an area allowing seating for  a 

breakfast bar, space for a four ring free standing gas cooker, 
space and plumbing for a washing machine and a dishwasher 
and space for tumble dryer, further space for upright 

fridge/freezer, open shelving, single sink with swan neck 
mixer tap and double glazed window to the front elevation. 
 
Carpeted stairs rise to the FIRST FLOOR LANDING . There is a 

pull down loft hatch access which is boarded and has a 
window, l ight and power. 
 
BEDROOM ONE benefits from a double glazed window to the 

rear elevation, a lovely light room with fitted double 
wardrobes to one side, coved ceiling, radiator, pendant light 
fitting and carpeted. 

 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 



 

BEDROOM TWO has a double glazed window to the front 
elevation, coved ceiling, pendant l ight fitting, radiator, 
carpeted and an alcove area for storage with hanging rail. 

 
BEDROOM THREE with double glazed window to the rear 
elevation, coved ceiling, radiator and carpeted.  

 
The FAMILY BATHROOM is fitted with a coloured suite 
comprising a panelled bath with Mira shower over, pedestal 
wash hand basin, WC, modesty glazed window to the front 

elevation, fully ti led walls, radiator. 
  
OUTSIDE  

To the rear is a path with steps up to the enclosed garden 
with seating on two levels.  At the top end there is a level 
patio area with raised borders to either side and the garden 
is well fenced and provides a lovely private seating area as 

well as TIMBER GARDEN SHED.  Steps to one side lead to a 
further pedestrian access to the main road and steps down 
and access to the GARAGE.  This area also has a right of 
access for two neighbours to reach their garages.  The garage 

sits in a block adjacent to the house and there are also two 
car parking spaces designated with the property.   
There is a covered bin store and bike store area between the 

house and the garage.  Outside cold water tap.
