Deceptively spacious and extensively
improved by the current owners, this
superb detached chalet bungalow
offers beautifully presented
accommodation, generous gardens and
excellent parking - a home where the
scale and quality are only fully
appreciated once inside.

A composite door opens into a
welcoming entrance porch and hallway,
where the standard of finish is
immediately evident. From here, the
accommodation unfolds in a way that
feels both generous and thoughtfully
arranged.

To the front of the property, the sitting
room is an impressive yet comfortable
space, centred around a contemporary
double-sided ‘Firebelly’ log burner
which it shares with the adjoining
dining room. The two rooms connect
effortlessly while remaining clearly
defined - ideal for both everyday living
and entertaining. The dining room
could equally serve as a fourth
bedroom if required, offering flexibility
as needs change.

Moving through the ground floor, the
rear reception room provides a
substantial additional living space with
sliding doors opening onto the garden.
Currently used as a family
lounge/playroom, this room also has
stairs rising to the first floor, creating a
natural separation that works
particularly well for guests or older
children.



The kitchen/breakfast room sits to the
rear of the house and is well appointed
with a comprehensive range of units
and integrated appliances. A generous
utility room sits alongside, with stable
door access to the garden -practical,
well planned and ideal for busy
households.

Also positioned on the ground floor is
the principal bedroom suite. The
bedroom itself is well proportioned and
filled with natural light, leading through
to a beautifully fitted dressing room
with extensive Sharps cabinetry.
Beyond this, the en-suite shower room
has been finished to an exceptional
standard, featuring a large walk-in
rainfall shower, twin basins set within a
floating vanity unit and contemporary
fittings throughout. It is a particularly
impressive part of the home and
reflects the care and investment made
by the current owners.

A separate cloakroom completes the
ground floor.

Upstairs, the landing offers useful study
space beneath a large Velux window.
Two further double bedrooms are
positioned on this level, both well sized
and light filled, served by a stylish
modern shower room.

Outside, the property continues to
impress. A large gravelled frontage
provides parking for multiple vehicles
and includes an EV charging point, with
additional access leading to further
parking and the detached double
garage, all secured by electric gates at
the entrance. The garage benefits from
power, lighting, workshop space and a
WC, offering excellent flexibility for
storage or hobbies.



The rear garden is generous, established and enjoys a
secluded feel, with mature trees and planting creating
privacy. A raised stone patio adjoins the rear reception
room, providing an ideal setting for outdoor dining and
entertaining, while a summerhouse sits neatly to the
rear of the garage.
