Riverside Barn is a substantial, detached, single-
storey Victorian barn conversion, presented in 
excellent condition throughout and offering a 
rare blend of character, space and setting.
The barn is thoughtfully arranged into two 
wings, united by an impressive full-height 
entrance lobby that immediately sets the tone. 
To the southern wing, the living and entertaining 
spaces flow effortlessly, centred around a 
magnificent kitchen dining room that forms 
the true heart of the home. With its flagstone 
flooring, double-height ceiling, exposed oak 
beams and an ever-appealing Aga, this is a space 
designed as much for everyday living as it is for 
relaxed entertaining.

From the dining area, a pair of oak double 
doors open into the reception room, where 
exposed brickwork, oak floorboards and a 
central log burner create a warm and welcoming 
atmosphere. Two sets of French doors lead 
directly out to the west-facing garden, ensuring 
the room is bathed in natural light.

The second wing provides calm and comfortable 
accommodation, comprising of four double 
bedrooms. The principal bedroom is a 
sumptuous suite with a large en-suite bathroom, 
while the remaining three bedrooms are served 
by a well-appointed family bathroom and a walk-
in shower room, offering excellent flexibility for 
family and guests alike.

Outside, the garden wraps around the property 
and is predominantly laid to lawn, with the 
delightful River Burn gently flowing along the 
western boundary. To the front, a generous 
gravelled driveway provides ample parking for 
several vehicles. Riverside Barn is finished to a 
high standard throughout, set within an idyllic 
countryside location with open farmland views, 
yet conveniently close to all that this highly 
regarded part of North Norfolk has to offer.
