The Property
Located within the desirable village of East Hagbourne is this

circa 1920’s and sizeably extended home offering four
bedrooms and contemporary open plan living.

Having been extended via a two story extension in the late
1980/90's and having benefited from a pitched single story

extension to the rear of the property within the last decade;
this contemporary and stylish family home offers ample living
accommodation across the ground floor via an open plan
kitchen dining room with central island and high spec finish,
utility, cloakroom, spacious entrance hall, study/4th bedroom

and family sitting room with feature fireplace.

On the first floor are three double bedrooms, with the principal
bedroom having had an enlarged footprint via a two story

extension a number of decades ago. There is also a
renovated family bathroom with three-piece suite and an en-
suite shower room to the largest bedroom.

Externally; to the front of the property is an ample block-

paved driveway for multiple vehicles with a gated side access
leading to the rear garden. The mature and south westerly
facing garden spans over 120ft and has been maturely
landscaped over approximately 50-60ft with feature foot path,
mature shrub lined borders and a brick built pizza oven.
