Set on a quiet
road in Worcester, the property is within easy reach of local amenities and
transport links.

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The kitchen

The kitchen functions as the home's practical hub, with white cabinetry and work surfaces
providing plenty of storage and preparation space. A built-in double oven, gas hob and inset sink
are complemented by space for additional appliances. A useful breakfast bar faces a picture
window, while a part-glazed door links to the side of the property and the hall.
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The living and dining room

Ideal for relaxing and entertaining, the generous living and dining room offers defined areas for
seating and table space. A wide picture window frames the front garden, and a feature fireplace
provides a focal point for cosy evenings.




The primary bedroom

The principal bedroom provides a peaceful retreat overlooking the rear garden through a wide
window. Built-in wardrobes offers plentiful storage, leaving ample space for a double bed and
furniture.




The second bedroom

Currently arranged as a second sitting room, the second bedroom is a versatile space that could
easily serve as a comfortable double bedroom. Full-height glazed doors open directly onto the
paved patio and lawn, creating an effortless connection to the garden. The room also benefits from
a built-in cupboard for storage, a ceiling light and a radiator, with a door leading back to the hall.




The third bedroom

The third bedroom is ideal as a guest room, nursery or home office. A single window looks towards

the side of the property and there is room for a bed and additional furniture.



The shower room

The contemporary shower room serves all bedrooms with modern fittings and finishes, including a

shower cubicle, wash basin and WC. A frosted window gives privacy while allowing for ample
natural light.




The garden

The enclosed rear garden offers a private outdoor sanctuary with a level lawn bordered by mature
trees and planting. A brick-paved terrace provides ample space for alfresco dining and can be
accessed directly from the second bedroom and garage.




The driveway and parking

To the front of the bungalow a wide block-paved driveway affords generous off-road parking,

leading down the side of the property to a detached single garage with an up-and-over door. The

remainder of the frontage is laid to lawn with neatly planted shrubs, and a paved path leads to the

entrance.
