GROUND FLOOR
Living Room
13' 5" x 11' 3" (4.10m x 3.44m)
The living room has a UPVC double-glazed bay window
to the front elevation, wood-effect flooring, coving to the
ceiling, a ceiling rose, a period black slate decorative fire
surround, a radiator, and a single door providing access
into the accommodation.

Dining Room
11' 4" x 14' 6" (3.45m x 4.41m)
The dining room has a UPVC double-glazed window to
the rear elevation, wood-effect flooring, a radiator, a
recessed chimney breast alcove, three recessed
spotlights, an Italian statement glass pendant light, and
a walk-in storage cupboard.

Kitchen
6' 3" x 12' 3" (1.91m x 3.73m)
The kitchen has a range of fitted base units with a
rolled-edge worktops, a stainless steel sink with a mono
mixer tap and drainer, an integrated oven with a gas
hob, space for under-worktop appliances, a wall-
mounted Worcester combi boiler, vinyl flooring, a
radiator, and a UPVC double-glazed window to the side
elevation.

Rear Porch
6' 4" x 2' 10" (1.93m x 0.87m)
The rear porch has tiled flooring and a single UPVC door
providing access to the enclosed courtyard.

Bathroom
5' 0" x 5' 10" (1.52m x 1.78m)
The bathroom has a low level dual flush WC, a pedestal
wash basin, a panelled bath with an overhead rainfall
shower and a bi-folding shower screen, tiled flooring,
fully tiled walls, a radiator, an extractor fan, a wall-
mounted mirror, recessed display niches built into the
wall, and a UPVC double-glazed obscure window to the
side elevation.

The landing has carpeted flooring and provides
access to the first floor accommodation.

The main bedroom has a UPVC double-glazed window
to the front elevation, wood-effect flooring, a radiator,
and a period cast iron fireplace surround.

Bedroom Two
11' 3" x 11' 6" (3.44m x 3.50m)
The second bedroom has a UPVC double-glazed
window to the rear elevation, wood-effect flooring, a
radiator, an in-built cupboard, and a period cast iron
fireplace surround.

Carpeted stairs leading to the second floor.

21' 5" x 11' 1" (6.54m x 3.38m)
The third bedroom has a UPVC double-glazed window
to the front elevation, wood-effect flooring, and a
radiator.
