This charming family home features a welcoming entrance lobby 
with stairs to the first floor, leading to a spacious lounge and 
adjoining dining area. The fitted kitchen offers modern convenience 
and provides direct access to the rear garden. Upstairs, the first-floor 
landing gives way to three comfortable bedrooms and a well-
appointed bathroom/W.C. Externally, the property benefits from both 
front and rear gardens, as well as a shared driveway to the side, 
providing practical off-street parking.

Wincobank is a residential suburb in the northeast of Sheffield, South 
Yorkshire, England, known for its rich history, green space and 
convenient location. The area sits on higher ground overlooking 
parts of the city and is home to Wincobank Hill Fort, an ancient Iron 
Age earthwork dating back over 2,500 years, offering scenic walking 
routes and panoramic views across Sheffield and the surrounding 
countryside.

The community has a mix of housing styles and local amenities, with 
shops, services and recreational facilities within easy reach. 
Wincobank is also close to the large Meadowhall shopping and 
transport hub, providing excellent access to buses, trams and trains, 
as well as a wide range of shops, restaurants and entertainment 
options.

For outdoor enthusiasts, there are several green spaces nearby, 
including Wincobank Common and Concord Park, which offer 
pleasant walking routes, woodland and open areas for family 
activities.
