The property is situated in a block of four flats. Upon entering you are greeted by a spacious entrance hallway providing access to all rooms

and two storage cupboards. The living/dining room is 18’ and overlooks the beautifully maintained communal gardens and follows on to the

kitchen with space for appliances and ample storage options with wall and base cabinets.

Bedroom one has a private W.C. with a large storage cupboard and fitted wardrobes. Bedroom two also has fitted wardrobes and there is a

good-sized family bathroom.

All residents can make use of the communal conservatory, which is a lovely space for socialising as well as use of the beautiful communal

gardens, perfect for relaxation. The gardens are planted with mature shrubs and trees and provide privacy to the whole area. The property

also benefits from a telephone entry system, an outside storage cupboard, residents parking, emergency pull cord providing a 24-hour

emergency alarm service and an Estate Manager who lives on-site that can be contacted regarding maintenance issues, all providing a

safe and tranquil environment.

Turneys Orchard was built in 1988 and is located less than half a mile from Chorleywood’s Metropolitan/Chiltern Line Station and Village

Centre. Chorleywood has superb transport links with access to junctions 17 and 18 of the M25 and Baker Street is approx. 35 minutes on the

Metropolitan line and bus routes service the Village. Chorleywood Common covers 80 hectares (the equivalent of 110 football pitches) with

grasslands, wooded areas and seven ponds. The Common is a County Heritage Site, a Conservation Area and a Local Nature Reserve. The

area is renowned for its choice of leisure facilities for the equestrian, golfer and tennis player nearby.
