SITUATION
Winchcombe is an ancient Saxon town, beautifully situated
on the famous Cotswold Way, just 7 miles north-east of
Cheltenham. This location offers excellent connectivity
(approx .  2hrs  to  London Paddington by  t ra in  f rom
Cheltenham), with Broadway 8 miles and Gloucester 16 miles
away.
Nestled within the Cotswolds National Landscape (formerly
the AONB), the town features many listed properties. The
thriving community provides an excellent range of amenities,
including independent shops ,  supermarkets ,  pubs ,
restaurants, doctors/dental surgeries, and a library, plus a
primary and a secondary school.
A stone's throw from the town centre lies the magnificent
Sudeley Castle, a historic Tudor jewel and the final resting
place of Queen Katherine Parr. Residents and visitors alike
enjoy its ten award-winning gardens, including the stunning
Queens' Garden, and a year-round calendar of prestigious
events ranging from the magical 'Spectacle of Light' in winter
to summer outdoor theatre and artisan festivals.
The town's cultural and recreational life is further enhanced
by the Isbourne Arts Centre, a vibrant venue for music,
drama, and community events; and the Winchcombe Park,
which offers a Multi-Use Games Area (MUGA), a skate park,
an outdoor gym, and picnic areas, strengthening the local
community spirit.

A 'very handsome' (according to English Heritage) and vastly  extended Grade I I  L isted property which now shows off  i ts  authentic C18th character
features within the context of a complete range of contemporary f ittings.
The rear  wing features  an impress ive and beaut i fu l ly  f i t ted k itchen and dining room with a  double bedroom and ensuite  above ,  accessed v ia  i ts
own staircase giving a private and self-contained feel .
There  i s  a  ground f loor  s tudy/p layroom (with  ce l lar  be low)  that  has  b i fo ld ing doors  onto  a  smal l  courtyard  and a  path  leads  to  a  pr ivate  newly
lawned and fenced garden which also has a pedestrian r ight of way to Back Lane.
In the or iginal  f ront  part  of  the house there is  a  comfortable s i tt ing room with woodburner ,  a  c loakroom, and a double bedroom with ensuite on
both the f irst and second floors.
