GROUND FLOOR 

Entrance
A secure composite entrance door with frosted double-glazed panels opens into the 
welcoming hallway.
Entrance Hallway
Finished with stylish tile-effect flooring, the hallway provides access to the ground floor 
accommodation and staircase to the first floor.
Ground Floor W.C.
Fitted with a modern two-piece suite comprising a low-level W.C. and pedestal wash basin 
with chrome mixer tap, complemented by tiled splashback and a frosted window to the front.
Kitchen
A contemporary fitted kitchen offering a range of wall and base units with complementary 
work surfaces. Features include an integrated gas hob with extractor hood, electric oven and 
grill, and practical appliances including washing machine and space for an integrated 
dishwasher. A front-facing window allows for natural light.
Living room
A spacious and comfortable living area which boasts bespoke Media Wall installation that 
blends style and practicality for those who like to sit back and relax. While French doors and a 
rear window provide plenty of natural light and direct access to the garden, creating an ideal 
space for relaxing or entertaining. Useful under-stairs storage completes the room.
